


	











South Charleston High School offers an EIGHTH PERIOD PROGRAM to enable students to make up English and history courses required for graduation.  Eighth Period courses meet Monday-Thursday from 2:30-3:30.    





TUITION


The cost for each course is $100.  Half of the tuition is due at the time of registration and the second half is due midway through the course.  (Specific dates are listed on the attendance contract.)





ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS


Eighth period students must adhere to a strict attendance policy.  Those who do not comply with attendance requirements will be dropped from the course.  Students must submit an attendance contract (signed by a parent or guardian) indicating that he or she understands the unique attendance requirements.  Without a signed contract, students may not participate in  EIGHTH PERIOD courses.   FOR ADDITIONAL ATTENDANCE REQUIREMENTS, PLEASE READ � HYPERLINK "8th%20Period%20Attendance%20Contract%20Fall%202011.doc" ��THE ATTENDANCE CONTRACT�.
